ft is qutte trnssible that the trees were planted as part of a tree plantlng
project in Ventura County inltiated by E. P. Foster. tn t9L4 the lltate passed

i fiw creatlng the county forestry commisslon. One member was chosen from
each supervisJrial district. The purpose of the commisslon was to create
and develop parks and to beautify the newly paved hlghways. Proninent
County citizens who sefved on the first commlttee included: E.P. X'oster'
Chalrman, T. A. Rlce; t4rs. L.B. Hogue; tr'.A. Snyd.er; ancl A.C. Harrdison.

R.G. percy was aptrnl-nted. as the flrst County Forester. It was during his
four yearu a," fo""ster that many parks were d-eveloped and niles of trees
plantla along Ventura County highways. .Many of the trees and shrubs planted
were started as seedlings Slaslie Park (now the fairground.s).

At the request of Supervisor Shle11s, palms were planted along the road-

leading to Bardsdale. It is hlghly probably that these are the palms
located. along Chanbersburg Road-. ft is possible that the paln trees
along Hlghway 126 Ln Flllmore were part of the tree planting as weIl.
